RULES

NAME

1.
The name shall be called RUGBY MOTOR CLUB.

OBJECTS

2.
The objects of the club shall be the promotion of sporting and social activities among motorists and all events associated with motor sport.

MEMBERSHIP

3.
The club shall consist of ordinary members, Honorary members and Life members, and shall be open to all persons aged 14 years or over, with an interest in motoring and motor sport.

4.
Each member shall be furnished with a copy of the rules upon joining the club.

5.
All members shall, in addition to the rules, be bound by the regulations governing motor sport as issued by the RAC Motor Sport Association Limited (RACMSA).

OFFICERS

6.
The Officers of the Club shall be a President, a Chairman, a Secretary and a Treasurer.  They shall be proposed, seconded and elected by ballot at each Annual General Meeting, and shall hold office until the next Annual General Meeting when they shall retire, but they shall be eligible for re-election from year to year.

COMMITTEE

7.
The Committee of Management shall consist of the officers, a Competition Secretary, a Social Secretary, a Press Secretary, a Newsletter Editor and a number of other committee members.  The number of committee members may vary from year to year depending upon Club commitments, but at each Annual General Meeting their responsibilities shall be defined.


Six members of the committee shall form a quorum.

TRUSTEES OF THE CLUB

8.
The property of the Club shall be vested in not less than two and not more than four Trustees, who shall be appointed at an Annual General Meeting of the Club, each of whom shall hold office until removal, resignation or death.


A General Meeting shall have power to remove any of the Trustees and all vacancies occurring by removal, resignation or death shall be filled at the same or the next Annual General Meeting.  The Trustees shall have power to invest money and adopt such measures as may appear necessary in the interest of the Club.

ELECTION OF COMMITTEE

9.
Any two members of the Club shall be at liberty to nominate a member to serve on the Committee, and the member so nominated shall be elected by ballot at the Annual General Meeting.  Written nominations for committee shall be presented, accompanied by the nominee's consent to stand for election, to the Club Secretary at least three days before an Annual General Meeting.


The Committee shall have power to co-opt additional members as they deem necessary.

PRESIDENT'S COUNCIL

10.
The committee shall have power to nominate Vice Presidents of the Club, either as honorary positions or on an annual basis.  All Vice Presidents, past Presidents, Past Chairmen and former Committee members (deemed suitable by the President) shall be eligible to serve on the President's Council which may be formed to provide guidance of an advisory nature on matters referred to it by the Committee and shall function under the Chairmanship of the President.

POWERS OF COMMITTEE

11.
The Committee shall have control of the finances of the Club, and all such powers as may be necessary for properly carrying out the objects of the Club in accordance with the rules.  No persons under 18 years of age shall be eligible to serve on the committee.

DUTIES OF SECRETARY

12.
The Secretary shall conduct the correspondence of the Club and shall have custody of all documents belonging to the Club.  He shall keep full and correct minutes of all proceedings and records of all competitions of the Club.

DUTIES OF TREASURER

13.
The Treasurer shall keep the accounts of the Club and shall make up the Annual Statement of Accounts and Balance Sheet of the Club to 31st March in each year which Accounts and Balance sheets shall after audit, be circulated amongst the members with the notice of the Annual General Meeting.

AUDITORS

14.
Two members shall be adopted as auditors at the Annual General Meeting and either of them shall audit the Annual Statement of Accounts and Balance Sheet and shall certify the same before they are circulated.

SUBSCRIPTION AND ENTRANCE FEE

15.
A subscription for ordinary membership shall be paid annually. The amounts of fees and subscriptions payable shall be determined annually as decided at the Annual General Meeting.

PAYMENT OF SUBSCRIPTION

16.
The annual subscription shall be payable on 1st April in each year.

NEW MEMBERS

17.
New members joining after 1st January shall pay the full annual subscription which will entitle membership up until the 31st March of the following year.


New members shall, on being elected, receive a Club badge on payment of the appropriate fee.

HONORARY MEMBERS

18..
The committee shall have power to elect Honorary Members over and above the complement of ordinary members.  Honorary members may be elected for life or for such periods as the committee may deem appropriate, and they shall be entitled to all the privileges of membership except that they shall not be entitled to vote at meetings or serve as officers or on the committee.

RESIGNATION

19.
A members may at anytime, by giving notice in writing to the secretary, resign his membership of the club, but shall continue to be liable for any subscription due and unpaid at the date of his resignation.  A resignee shall not be eligible for any refunds except at the discretion of the committee.

EXPULSION

20.
If the conduct of any member of the club, whether in connection with membership or otherwise be thought injurious to the objects of the club or of motor sport, a motion for his expulsion from membership may be proposed to a committee meeting.  The member effected shall be given not less than seven days notice of the meeting at which the motion will be considered and shall be entitled to attend and to make representation.  If the motions for expulsion is carried by a two thirds majority of the full committee, such member shall immediately be expelled from the club.  Such member shall be entitled to no refunds of subscriptions, but shall be liable for all subscriptions due unpaid at the date of expulsion.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

21.
The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held each year in the month of April at such time and place as the committee shall determine.

ALTERATION TO RULES

22.
No alteration shall be made to the rules except at a General Meeting and seven clear days notice shall be given to the Secretary of any proposals for such alteration to the rules.

BYE-LAWS

23.
The Committee are empowered to make, repeal and amend such bye-laws as they may from time to time consider necessary for the well-being of the Club, which bye-laws, repeals and amendments shall have effect until otherwise determined by the Committee or a General Meeting.  The Secretary shall keep a book of such bye-laws and all such bye-laws must be published in the newsletter before they become effective.

EVENTS

24.
The Rules and Regulations as adapted from time to time by the RACMSA shall be adhered to by all members in all events.


The Club shall through the Committee arrange and organise such events as it may deem suitable in order that members may compete for Annual Club Championship awards in the following categories:


Driving and navigation - road and stage rally


Driving - other events


Driving - ladies in all events


Marshall - for marshalling at all events


Any other which may from time to time be decided by the committee.


The points system for allocation of annual awards shall be recommended by the committee but shall require ratification by a General Meeting as and when changes are necessary.  The points system shall operate from 1st January to 31st December.


A member shall be eligible for points only after his subscriptions for the relevant year has been paid.


The Competition Secretary shall keep a running total of all member's points but it shall be a member's responsibility to ensure that all point are claimed in writing and duly signed.

TROPHIES

25.
The Club's trophies shall whenever possible be competed for annually.  The determination of the allocation of the trophies shall be the responsibility of the committee.


All annual trophies must be returned to the Competition Secretary by the last day in February in each year following presentation or upon demand.

ADDRESS OF MEMBERS TO BE REGISTERED

26.
Every member shall from time to time communicate to the Secretary his address. Such address shall be entered into the register of members and all notices sent by post to such address shall be deemed to have been duly delivered two days after posting.

MEMBERS BOUND BY RULES

27.
Every member shall be bound by and submit to the rules and bye-laws of the club.

EXTRA-ORDINARY GENERAL MEETING

28.
The Committee may call an Extra-ordinary General Meeting at any time during the year when, in their opinion, the running of the Club may be adversely affected by a delay until the next Annual General Meeting.
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
